At Black Hawk College the maximum hours a student can take without special permission is 9 hours in each session. We have June Start and July Start.  So, a maximum of 18 credit hours for Summer term is enforced.  Special permission for summer session(s) is granted by the Registrar and each student’s reasoning is examined on an individual basis.  

Our Banner system is set up to only allow a student to enroll in 9 credit hours for each summer session. After that a student will have to contact us to inquire about additional hours and set up a meeting or phone conference with the Registrar.  The Registrar will apply an override on their account. 

Twelve (12) credit hours in any combination of summer sessions for Financial Aid purposes is considered full-time enrollment and for NON Financial Aid purposes six (6) credit hours in any combination of summer sessions is considered full-time enrollment.  

Southwestern Illinois College allows students to take up to 9 credit hours during the summer term.  We are a PeopleSoft school and it is controlled through software setup within our enrollment process.  Students must meet with a Counselor to obtain written permission to enroll in more than 9 hours.
Waubonsee has a max of 10 hours for summer. 

We have SCT Banner and we can set a general min/max limit for the term and/or for the individual students.

Saukhas a max of 10 hours for summer. 

We have SCT Banner and we can set a general min/max limit for the term and/or for the individual students.

At Kaskaskia, we allow up to nine hours in summer without special permission.  We are a Datatel school.  It is designated the same place we place our restrictions for fall and spring, and it works well. 

Highland-- our max hours (including the 3 week pre-summer and 8 week summer session) is 9 hours.  We set this parameter up in Banner when we do our summer setup.   Advisors have to sign off on students taking more than 9 hours.  Thanks

Summer and interim sessions are shorter terms with the following maximum course loads: January Interim students can earn up to four semester hours in classes that meet for approximately two weeks. In May Interim I, a three-week term, students can earn up to four semester hours; in May Interim II, an eight-week term, students can earn up to seven semester hours. Summer Session I, beginning in June, and Summer Session II, beginning in July, are five-week programs in which students can earn up to seven semester hours of credit in each term.

We have a rule written that requires permission for over 18 hrs in fall and spring but nothing for summer.

Rock Valley allows 4 credits in Summer I, 9 credits in Summer II and 4 credits in Summer III.  We also have a max rule that stops students from enrolling for more than the max.

Harper--Harper allows up to 9 credit hrs

At Parkland our catalog contains the following statement.

 

Summer Session Maximum Courseload
A student is permitted to take no more than the equivalent of one credit hour per week, excluding any overlapping sessions.
 

Since a student could conceivably enroll in all 12 weeks of summer session, then the maximum limit would be 12 credit hours. If they only enroll in the eight week term, then their maximum limit would be 8 credit hours. Three weeks/3 credits, four weeks/4 credits, six weeks/6 credits. etc. etc.

Elgin--Actually I think we stop at 9 credit hours. We use a rule.

Lincoln Land--Tracy,

Yes we have a max of 10 for the summer. We have a summer max rule that we use for enforcement. It seems to work. 

McHenry---Currently, at MCC, students can take a maximum of 9 hours, our homegrown mainframe will stop them from registering for more.  Advisors can approve an overload, and then Registration does an override to register the student.
